ACE is a network of over 120
producers from 17 territories.

Every year, ACE selects a dozen
independent European producers (who
have produced at least one feature film)
with a project in development. A year
with ACE kicks off with a week-long
workshop during which key
international figures of the industry
present the various aspects of project
development (script, financing, co-
production, sales, distribution...),
advising and working with the
producers on their projects. ACE then
provides its producers with year-long
access to information, advice and
contacts (through ACE special events,
festivals and markets) with the goal of
accompanying their projects through all
stages, from script to screen.

The NSFDC's mandate is to grow Nova
Scotia's film, video, and new media
industries with our partners by stimulating
investment and employment and by
promoting Nova Scotia's producers,
productions, locations, skills and creativity
in global markets.
